If your transmitter is not going to be used for longer than a month, remove the batteries to prevent possible acid
leakage resulting in circuit board failure.
TO INSTALL NEW BATTERIES

STEP 1. Remove the back cover. Remove the old batteriesby GENTLY prying up in the middle. Figure 1.
STEP 2: GENTLY push the (4) battery clipsin. You only want to move the clipsSLIGHTLY in. Figure 2.

Figure 3 making sure that the

batteries are facing the

proper direction, install (2) of the batteriesin the clipsfirst. Press down in the middle to snap the batteries into
place. Figure3 & 4. Recheck that the batteries are seated all the way down in the clips. Do the same for the
other side, making sure that the batteries are facing the proper direction. Reinstall transmitter case back. Do not
over tighten screws. Turn on transmitter and make sure light is blinking.
